BACK-TO-SCHOOL SCHEDULE AUGUST 2023 BOURGET COLLEGE 
 
Bourget College students begin on Thursday August 24th, 2023.  
 
On the first day of school, the regular dress code is mandatory and must respect the standards 
described in the uniform document (polo and pants, skirt, or Bermuda shorts). Students must 
wear black leather shoes (sneakers are not permitted). All students must bring their school 
physical education clothes for the first day of school.

Please note that after September 1st, a fee of $200 per pass will be applied to your invoice for any 
cancellation of the service or if you deregister. A fixed fee of $250 per child will be applied for those with 
two different routes.

Parents must notify the Student Services office of their child's absence or early departure
